The seven deadliest acts of intentional criminal vio-
lence on American soil since the 9/11 terrorist attacks 
were all mass shootings and all involved guns that held 
more than 10 rounds of ammunition, a researcher testi-
fied Tuesday for the state in its defense of Oregon’s gun 
control Measure 114.

From 1990 to 2022, every mass shooting in the United 
States that left 15 or more people dead involved large-ca-
pacity magazines, said Louis Klarevas, a political sci-
entist and research professor at Columbia University’s 
Teachers College in New York.

Klarevas urged the judge, lawyers and onlookers in 
the 13th-floor courtroom of U.S. District Judge Karin 
J. Immergut to consider what happens when someone 
firing a gun must pause to reload a magazine, typically 
about five seconds.

It gives potential victims a chance to run, escape or 
hide, he said. Smaller-capacity magazines would give 
people a better chance to survive shooters bent on caus-
ing mass casualties, said Klarevas, the author of “Ram-
page Nation,” a 2016 book about gun massacres in the 
U.S.

“Look around this room right now,” he said. “Ask 
yourself how fast you can get to one of the exits” as he 
counted the seconds on his fingers, reciting “1,001, 
1,002, 1,003, 1,004, 1,005.”

Colleges see success 
in remedial revamp

On a sunny morning in Salem, community college 
math instructor Keith Schloeman wanders through a 
quiet classroom, checking on small groups of students 
reviewing what he’s taught them about probability. Stu-
dents punch numbers into their phones and calculators 
to solve problems posed in Math 105.

What’s the probability of drawing a spade from a deck 
of 52 cards? What is that probability if you know the card 
drawn is black?

About a dozen students are enrolled in what is called a 
“corequisite” course that accompanies the regular entry-
level college math course that Schloeman teaches at 
Chemeketa Community College. The one credit add-on 
meets on days the regular Math 105 class does not, 
allowing students to review past material, get a look at 
what’s coming up and ask for extra help.

Historically, a student entering college might take a 
placement test to determine which math or English class 
they would start with. If they were placed below the col-
lege level, they would enter a sequence of developmen-
tal classes, sometimes a full year’s worth, before they 
could take the first college-level math or English courses 
required for their degree.

Corequisite options were designed to help students 
with math skills considered below college level to bypass 
some or all of the developmental education courses that 
too often derail students from progress toward a degree.
