Eleven years ago in North Dakota, Shawn Strobl had 
an accident that would change his life.

While working in an oil field, he ruptured a disc in his 
neck, causing excruciating nerve pain and numbness in 
his arms and hands that made it impossible for him to 
stay at his job.

But both his health insurance and his workers’ com-
pensation denied his claims, leaving Strobl, now 51, 
unable to pay his rent or medical help.

So he became homeless, living in the woods while 
dealing with the agony of his chronic condition. It took 
him a decade to find a home of his own in Corvallis.

Strobl’s story is one of many as people with disabili-
ties struggle amid a housing crisis that spans state lines.

Homeless advocates in Corvallis say the number of 
physically disabled people who are experiencing home-
lessness is growing as the homeless population ages and 
as more people become chronically homeless.

The U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Develop-
ment reported in 2022 that the number of chronically 
homeless individuals — those who experience home-
lessness for long periods of time, often while struggling 
with a disabling condition — increased by 16% between 
2020 and 2022. There was only a .3% increase in the total 
number of people experiencing homelessness during the 
same time period.

When a visitor opened fire Saturday at Legacy Good 
Samaritan Medical Center in Portland, killing a security 
guard and injuring a nurse, it marked another case in a 
national epidemic of workplace violence in health care 
settings.

Workplace violence is five to six times more preva-
lent in health care than in any other private workplace, 
according to the U.S. Bureau of Labor Statistics. Even 
that widely cited 2018 number is dated, and health care 
workers say the rate of workplace violence has continued 
to climb since then.

Dr. Alex Skog, an emergency room doctor at Provi-
dence Willamette Falls Medical Center in Oregon City, 
said Oregon health care workers have experienced an 
“unprecedented wave of violence” since the pandemic.

Skog, president of the Oregon chapter of the Amer-
ican College of Emergency Physicians, said he’s been 
punched by a patient and threatened by others. In one 
case, the son of an emergency room patient threatened 
to shoot Skog and his family after Skog diagnosed his 
father with COVID-19.

The son believed COVID-19 was a hoax and that get-
ting admitted to the hospital was in effect a death sen-
tence for his dad, Skog explained.

Doctors and nurses are fleeing bedside roles because 
of the danger.
