The Oregon Health Authority has for the first time 
made public its count of state-funded community men-
tal health beds — as well as a tally of those it plans to 
make available in the next two years.

The 2,101 units available are situated across the state, 
intended to provide alternatives to large institutions like 
the Oregon State Hospital. Another 1,120 are on the way 
— but won’t be available for weeks or months.

Included in the tally are beds in residential facilities 
and short-term crisis centers.

The number doesn’t include beds in the Oregon State 
Hospital or in the medical hospitals that often end up 
taking patients who arrive in emergency rooms with 
mental health crises. Nor does it count general outpa-
tient mental health care, such as counselors or psychi-
atrists. Instead, the number refers specifically to treat-
ment for people who need inpatient or crisis care.

With grant funding from two bills passed in 2021, Ore-
gon expects to add another 1,120 beds across the state by 
June 2025.

The state is also providing rent assistance for 1,660 
behavioral health patients in housing with support ser-
vices.

The state expects to publish a dashboard with the data 
this fall, breaking down bed availability by county and 
provider, as well as how long those beds are expected to

‘These attacks are 
against humanity’

Nurit Kahana had a trip planned to Israel this Sunday 
to visit family. She has two adult sons there, whom she’s 
been lucky to hear from, she said. But they were trapped 
in their home Monday as missiles rained down from 
across the border with the Gaza Strip.

When news arrived in the U.S. of Saturday’s surprise 
attacks by militant group Hamas, Kahana said she had 
to avoid the graphic videos of carnage in her home coun-
try. She moved to Portland 10 years ago.

“I was in a state of shock,” Kahana said. “They caught 
us by surprise. These attacks are against humanity — I 
have no other words to describe it.”

On Monday night, nearly 900 people filled Portland’s 
Neveh Shalom synagogue joined by a majority of Ore-
gon’s congressional delegation, including Democratic 
U.S. Sens. Ron Wyden and Jeff Merkley plus U.S. Reps. 
Suzanne Bonamici and Earl Blumenauer; U.S. Rep. 
Andrea Salinas tuned in via livestream. Oregon Attor-
ney General Ellen Rosenblum and Portland Mayor Ted 
Wheeler also attended.

“We are here tonight, Jews and gentiles, to say no to 
terrorism and yes to solidarity with Israel,” Merkley said.

Elected officials assured the audience that the U.S. 
would do its part to support Israel after it declared war 
Sunday in response to the deadly incursion by Hamas, 
which the United States classifies as a foreign terror-
ist organization. President Joe Biden on Tuesday con-
demned Hamas for “sheer evil,” the Associated Press 
reported.
