Intel plans a multibillion-dollar factory expansion 
in Washington County in the coming years, a massive 
increase in its Oregon operations aimed at boosting the 
chipmaker’s production capacity and accelerating the 
rate at which it develops new technology.

But more chips and new technologies also mean more 
pollution — more than twice as much, potentially, of 
some hazardous materials, according to the air quality 
permit application Intel submitted to state regulators 
last summer. 

Environmental watchdogs say the chipmaker is 
poised to become the state’s largest emitter of green-
house gases.

To speed up its permitting, Intel has signed an 
unusual agreement with the Oregon Department of 
Environmental Quality to pay up to $500,000 to bring 
three former state employees out of retirement to work 
on the company’s application. That’s alarming to some 
environmental watchdogs, who say they’re concerned 
Oregon lacks the capacity to properly review complex 
proposals like Intel’s — especially if the process is expe-
dited.

“We don’t have a regulatory agency that has the 
resources to do that, so they’re paying for their own 
team,” said Mary Peveto, executive director of Neigh-
bors for Clean Air.

Tensions that have erupted in Israel and Gaza this 
month are spilling across the world, including nearly 
7,000 miles away in Portland.

Thousands of Palestinians and Israeli citizens have 
been killed since Oct. 7, when Palestinian military fac-
tion Hamas led a surprise terrorist attack in Israel and 
the country responded by bombarding Gaza with deadly 
airstrikes.

Local Muslim and Jewish communities are now feel-
ing the impact of the violence.

The Islamic Society of Greater Portland said that it 
had received an emailed threat Sunday calling for the 
deaths of Muslim people.

According to the organization, the Washington, D.C.-
based Council of American-Islamic Relations asked the 
Portland Police Bureau to investigate the threat as a pos-
sible hate crime. Under Oregon law, such bias-based 
threats are only considered hate crimes if it’s clear they 
will be carried out imminently and if they specify who 
will carry out the threat and who will be harmed.

In a statement posted to Facebook on Monday, the 
organization’s leaders said they were “deeply saddened 
and concerned by the recent threats directed at our com-
munity members.”

“We urge everyone to promote understanding and peace 
during these challenging times and to remember that vio-
lence and hatred solve nothing,” its statement read.

Police have increased patrols in areas surrounding 
local Muslim and Jewish institutions, officials say.
