When Brent Sutton lost his job at a food market on the 
Oregon coast earlier this year, he filed for jobless assis-
tance and promptly started receiving benefits. Then, 
almost as quickly, the money stopped.

The Coos Bay resident said his third week of benefits 
didn’t arrive, and that the employment department told 
him someone had submitted a direct deposit form to 
reroute his money to their account. Payments stalled for 
several weeks while the employment department inves-
tigated the apparent fraud, leaving Sutton struggling to 
make his car payments and pay his rent.

“For it to be able to be put on hold like that, it’s crazy 
to me. It can really affect someone’s life. I called in every 
week and they just told me to wait and wait,” said Sutton, 
33. “I can wait, but my car payment won’t wait. It’s really 
upsetting.”

PORTLAND TEACHERS STRIKE

Fallout and finger-pointing 
as agreement ratified

The educators strike that kept Portland students out 
of school for 11 days this month left their teachers shaken 
— and in some cases, conflicted — as they voted Tues-
day to ratify a proposed contract that they were still 
parsing for both gains and disappointments.

In a clear signal of the rising questions of whether 
the strike was worth it, the longtime chair of the Port-
land Association of Teachers’ bargaining team told col-
leagues this week that he had resigned from his post, cit-
ing concerns about the process.

“I must report that I am alarmed by what has clearly 
been an erosion of the strategic decision-making power 
and autonomy of the PAT Bargaining Team during the 
period of this negotiation cycle,” Steve Lancaster, who 
teaches social studies at Lincoln High School, wrote in a 
message posted to internal educator discussion groups 
that was shared with The Oregonian/OregonLive by 
multiple sources. “In my opinion, the compromised 
democratic processes of the union have contributed to 
an unnecessarily long strike for the gains achieved.”

In a follow-up email to the newspaper, Lancaster drew 
a parallel between the union’s governance structure and 
how democratic nations may tilt towards authoritarian-
ism in times of crisis.

“In the aftermath of a crisis, a healthy democracy 
will examine itself and ensure that its democratic struc-
tures, including the balance of powers between vari-
ous branches of governance, remain intact,” Lancaster
